Contract for VaT REIMBURSЕMENT  services

BETWEEN:

AND
2. ASSOCIATION OF BULGARIAN ENTERPRISES FOR INTERNATIONAL TRANSPORT AND THE ROADS /AEBTRI/, located on 6, Iskarski prolom St., in 1680 Sofia, Court Case           No 3711/1990, Sofia City Court, Identity Number VAT BG000704481, and represented by the President of the Board of Managers Mr. Georgi Petrov and the General Director Mr. Plamen Tzalkov, hereinafter referred to as “AEBTRI”

WHEREAS:

Тhe Client is the recipient of the services described below;

The AEBTRI is the provider of the below-mentioned services.  Accordingly, in consideration of the mutual obligations contained hereinafter the parties hereby mutually agree as follows:

1. Subject of the Contract.

In consideration of the covenants, agreements and undertakings on the behalf of the parties of this contract hereinafter contained: 

· the Client delegates and AEBTRI undertakes the obligation to file for the Client an application for VAT reimbursement for purchases made and services obtained by the Client in Bulgaria in consideration of a service fee (price)
· the Client will pay the price hereby reserved as herein provided.

2. Price and Payments.
(1)  In consideration of and subject to the due performance of the AEBTRI’s obligations contained in this agreement the Client agrees to pay the AEBTRI a service  fee according to Annex 1.
(2)  The AEBTRI can change the service fee with a written one month notice.
(3)  In case of service fee’s change the agreed price shall remain in force for the claims already submitted.
3. Covenants of the Parties.

3.1. AEBTRI’s obligations

The AEBTRI covenants with the Client:

· to provide the required wordings of the documents in order to be duly filled in by the Client;

· after receiving all necessary documents and original invoices to fill in and submit a claim for reimbursement of VAT before the competent tax authorities in Republic of Bulgaria;

· to receive the reimbursed amount and transfer it to the bank account of the Client reduced with the agreed service fee;

· to return all invoices obtained from the Client in relation to the engagement;
· to perform its obligations stipulated herein in a diligent way;

· to ensure cost effective and efficient approach in rendering the services.

3.2. Client’s obligations

The Client covenants with the AEBTRI:

· to submit to the AEBTRI all documents and original invoices necessary for the execution of the required service:

· to fill in a declaration that the Client does not have on the territory of Republic of Bulgaria an object according to  the provisions of the  Ordinance N Н-10 dated 24. August 2006;

· to submit a certificate issued by the competent tax authorities of the country where is the head office or the management address of the Client with a legalized translation into Bulgarian that the Client performs economic activities about the year during which the right for reimbursement according to the Bulgarian regulation has originated;

· a power of attorney;

· not to grant a power of attorney or to contract another agent on this subject matter during the validity period of this contract;
· to notify the AEBTRI about all events and/or circumstances and/or documents that are discovered during the term of the engagement and are related to the subject matter of this contract.
4. Validity of the contract.

This contract is in force from the date of its signing and has one year validity. It shall be considered extended automatically for an additional one year period if neither party cancels it with a written three months notice.

5. Additional Provisions.

This contract is executed in Bulgaria and its construction, validity and performance shall be governed in all respects by the Bulgarian law.

For the matters not regulated by the present contract the provisions of the Bulgarian civil legislation shall apply. The disputes arising out in connection with the present contract will be settled by mutual agreement. Should the parties not reach an agreement the disputes will be settled under the procedure provided by the Bulgarian Civil Procedure Code.

All amendments to this contract must be made by written mutual agreement.

The present contract is prepared and signed in two identical copies - one for each of the parties.
